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English- This term, students will explore celestial objects in the night
sky and create their own informative poster using both written and
visual features.

Mathematics- In term 2, students will work with numbers up to 999,
learning to partition, regroup and rename them to support addition
and subtraction problems, including real-life money situations. They
will also read analogue clocks to the hour, half hour and quarter
hour, and use calendars to explore the number of days between
events.
