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Term 4 Curriculum Overview

Prep 

Students are learning to… Students will demonstrate…

English 

➢ Listen to and innovate on a familiar imaginative story to create a new

story for a favourite character.

➢ Produce a sample of writing independently.

➢ Writing – sentence structure

➢ Reading – segmenting and blending sounds to read short words/texts

➢ Phonics – (whole alphabet, oo, oo, ee, qu, and exploring other long vowel

sounds)

➢ Phonological awareness

➢ Students will participate in Heggerty’s program, listen to and respond to

letter patterns and rhyme.

➢ Students complete a writing sample

➢ They are asked to identify a like or dislike about the story they listened to.

➢ Students write an new event and ending for a familiar story.

Mathematics 

➢ Students connect number names, numerals and quantities up to 10 and

count to and from 20.

➢ Students compare objects based on length, mass and capacity.

➢ Students count in ones to 20.

➢ Students connect number names, numerals and quantities to 10.

➢ They explore and compare with hands on materials measuring, mass and

capacity.

Science 

Move it, move it

➢ Students will use their senses to observe and explore the properties and

movement of objects.

➢ Students will engage in hands-on investigations and respond to questions

about the factors that influence movement.

➢ Students investigate how a variety of different balls roll and bounce.

➢ Students explore a variety of different objects moving down a ramp.

➢ They will recognise that science involves exploring and observing using

the senses.

➢ They will share and reflect on observations and ideas and represent

what they observe.

➢ Students reflect on observations and explain which ball would be best

for a bowling game.
